GLAMP UPDATE: 

Green Lake State Park is scheduling a public hearing and input period. It is tentatively scheduled for the last week of January 2019. CNY DIRT will send out notification when the date and location is final. We encourage anyone who can make it to attend in person to voice their opinion on use of the park addition . CNY DIRT has submitted the GLAMP petition with over 400 signatures to the park to make them aware of community support for mountain bike trail development in the park. 

The GLAMP will be developed by a committee organized by CNY-DIRT board members and will include representatives from the NYS Parks, NYSDEC, Onondaga County, and other local government officials. Professional trail planners are also being engaged to provide guidance and assistance to create a high quality and effective trail plan. This effort will take some time and will be on going over the course of the next year.  CNY DIRT will provide updates and drafts of the plan for your input. The International Trail Symposium is being held in Syracuse this spring. We are looking for opportunities to partner with the trail symposium to find low cost services and or content for the GLAMP. 

The Park has recently Posted part of the new property which is open to the public. Hunting is permitted in this area so please be aware of that and wear blaze orange during hunting season.  The land south of Route 5 has not yet been Posted by the Park. 
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Green Lakes Trail Grooming Update:

[bookmark: _GoBack]CNY-DIRT will groom multi use trails/ bike legal trails starting this winter. Chris Cavanaugh of Roth racing received preliminary approval for grooming in Green Lakes in late 2018 and connected with CNY-DIRT to help in bring the grooming to life. Jeremy Clay / Bike loft East has made a significant contribution to this effort donating a drag for grooming, use of a snowmobile and covering the required insurance cost. Insurance is the most significant cost of the grooming operation. Steve Wilson and Jeremy Clay will be the primary groomers this winter. Grooming is planned to start late December and through the winter. Grooming will occur when there is at least 6” or more of snow on the ground and touch ups as needed.  More details to come regarding the specific trails to be groomed. 
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
